--Very Impersonal: Very brief mention (1-2 sentences) about the killed/wounded. 
Only numbers of killed were presented. They were only mentioned as facts and 
statistics, nothing about who they were, their names, their relatives or how they 
died or got wounded.
--Somewhat Impersonal: Also very brief mention and mostly facts and numbers, but 
a slight human touch is added with little information about them, their ages and how 
they died, but nothing else about their work, family, friends and relatives and those 
got affected.
--Somewhat Personal: Substantial amount of information about EACH 
dead/wounded, and more information about the them. This makes them more 
"human" and not simply numbers and statistics. Here, their names, ages, gender, 
work and other information about them is mentioned. But not the whole article is 
dedicated to them and not too much in-depth information about their background is 
mentioned. 
--Very Personal: Extensive and dramatic information about the dead/wounded 
(usually one person or one family) with a lot of background about them, their work, 
life, relatives, friends... These are mostly done in feature stories and either all or 
most of the article is dedicated to that person or group who were killed or wounded.

Example1: The video scenes were mostly about destruction in Lebanese towns. 
There were many buildings shown leveled to the ground. No killed or wounded were 
shown from either side. The overall mood reflects a feeling of utter destruction and 
the towns shown look as if they were ghost towns empty of any sign of life. Northing 
from the Israeli side was shown. I noticed that Hezbollah's flag was shown 
frequently and several pictures of what seems like Hezbollah leaders and martyrs 
were shown. 

Example2: The video scenes mostly covered Israeli soldiers. They looked happy, 
smiling and strong in their military fatigues, weapons and tanks. The mood reflects a 
triumphant army marching into battle. Only a few shots showed some wounded 
Israeli civilians and their relatives crying and terrified. No destruction was shown. 
Nothing from the Lebanese side was shown.

Example3: The video scenes first focused on Lebanon and showed gruesome 
pictures of bodies being pulled out of the rubble. Many people were screaming and 
weeping and others angry yelling. The mood was chaotic and gruesome. The video 
scenes also showed a public station in Israel were a rocket hit. There were many 
police and aid workers taking care of the wounded. Barely any wounded or dead 
bodies were shown. The scene was also chaotic and people looked mostly terrified 
but there wasn't a lot of anger and yelling. Most of the video focused on Lebanon. 
Only the last few seconds covered Israel.
